Chickenpox  
  
What is Chickenpox? 
Chickenpox is a highly contagious disease in children, adoles-
cents, and adults caused by varicella-zoster virus. Chicken-
pox usually causes a rash that may be accompanied by fever. 
 
Is Chickenpox serious? 
Although chickenpox is usually not serious, in some cases it 
can be associated with serious complications. Adults are 10-
20 times more likely than children to experience complications 
with chickenpox.  Nearly 20% of adults with chickenpox de-
velop pneumonia. Other less common complications of chick-
enpox in adults include bacterial infections, encephalitis 
(swelling of the brain), and rarely, death. 
 
Who is at increased risk for Chickenpox? 
Anyone who has not had chickenpox, nor developed immunity 
against it, may be at increased risk, including the following 
groups of people: 
· Adults and adolescents living in households with children 
· Women of childbearing age 
· College students 
· Teachers of young children 
· Employees of daycare centers 
· Residents and staff of institutional settings 
· International travelers 
· Inmates and staff of correctional institutions 
· Military personnel. 
 
How often do adults get Chickenpox? 
The incidence of chickenpox is low in adults, but when it oc-
curs the disease is usually more serious.  Although 5-7% of 
chickenpox cases occur among adults older than 20 years of 
age, 55% of chicken-related deaths occur in this age group. 
 
How can I help stop the spread of Chickenpox? 

Talk with your doctor or healthcare professional.

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 Arizona to offer WHTI-, Real ID-compliant licenses 

A s the deadline for the Western Hemisphere Travel 
Initiative (WHTI) approaches, another border 
state has decided to offer enhanced driver’s li-
censes to its citizens.  

Arizona Gov. Janet Napolitano signed a memorandum of 
understanding last week with the Homeland Security De-
partment to begin offering the WHTI- and Real ID Act-
compliant licenses. The state joins New York, Vermont 
and Washington, whose governors also signed agreements.  

The enhanced licenses would cost slightly more than the 
current version and be offered on an optional basis. Each 
card contains a photo of the cardholder and a radio fre-
quency identification (RFID) tag containing an electroni-
cally readable identification number.  

“Agreements like this one, and the others before it, move 
secure identification in the right direction,” DHS Secretary 
Michael Chertoff said. He and Napolitano signed the 
memo during a press conference today in Washington.  

“Arizonans deal every day with the many complex issues 
surrounding border security and immigration," Napolitano 
said. "I believe this enhanced identification will be a use-
ful tool.”  

WHTI requires that all travelers present a government-
issued photo ID to leave the country while Real ID re-
quires all state residents to carry a standardized, secure 
driver’s license or identification.  

Both mandates ran into difficulties in the past year. Real 
ID lacks a final rule, leaving many states worried about 
the Dec. 31, 2009, deadline to comply with it. DHS offi-
cials said the final rules will be released in the coming 
months.  

 
The WHTI-induced passport backlog spurred Washington 
state to propose enhanced driver’s licenses that could 
serve as both a valid border-crossing ID and a Real ID-
compliant card. Vermont and New York signed memos for 
similar initiatives soon after.

Americans will be required to present Real ID-compliant identi-
fication documents--or risk facing "inconveniences" at airports 
and federal buildings--by 2017. 
 
The Real ID Act, which Congress passed as part of an emer-
gency spending bill in 2005, is the result of recommendations 
from the 9/11 Commission. Chertoff reiterated Friday that the 
program is necessary in part because all but one of the hijackers 
in the September 11 attacks carried government-issued identifi-
cation cards that helped them remain in the country illegally.

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Pleasant words are like a honeycomb, sweetness to the soul and health to 
the body (Proverbs 16:24) 

A  well-known Christian college professor, Kenneth 
Erickson, in one of his writings, shares both humor-
ous and touching anecdotes to illustrate the differ-

ence praise can make when it is used as a substitute for criti-
cizing others. He points out that learning to affirm is not diffi-
cult but takes a willing spirit and guidance of God. The need 
to use a positive word cannot be overstated. We live in a 
world that does not embrace praise but is quick to criticize. 
Many people yearn for a word of encouragement or accep-
tance. According to him, he had a high school physics teacher 
who was single and close to 50 years old. She was  devoted to 
teaching and committed to helping students.  As he was a shy 
senior, the teacher must have seen him as a special challenge.  
She bolstered his self-confidence with “I’d like you to do 
these advanced assignments.” Because she deeply cared about 
his well-being and due to her unconditional acceptance, his 
feelings of worthlessness melted. Gradually, her praise and 
trust overruled her self-doubting. This teacher had high ex-
pectations for her students. She would challenge each stu-
dent’s  potential and although no one in his family attended 
college, she would speak prophetically over his life that he 
had the ability to succeed in college.  Her positive attitude 
strengthened his self-confidence and he had no doubt the ad-
vice of an adult who really cared about him and expressed 
confidence in his ability, praised his work and challenged his 
potential changed his whole life.  (He is now a University 
Professor). We can criticize, punish and discourage other per-
sons. With a few words, we can either build up or beat down 
another self esteem. He recounted another experience —In 
fourth grade, he was convinced he was dumb. His teacher 
gave him a new name “intelligent and curious” She then 
moved him from the middle group to the top group in class. 
She paid close attention to him. If he messed up, it wasn’t 
“You didn’t listen” Her attitude was “perhaps I did not say 
this in a way that you understood”. Her constant encourage-
ment guided him in such a way that he early understood what 
was expected, sought help whenever needed, and felt confi-
dent he could achieve.  Our individual talents, strengths, or 
abilities are unique. When we observe and appreciate these 
strengths, we highlight them for the other person  
“Acceptance recognizes persons as they now are. Affirmation 
celebrates what they may yet become with God’s help” he 
quoted.   A written note of appreciation is a special type of 
affirmation and when put in writing does take more than say-
ing “thank you” but is more supportive and may be read over 
and over again when one’s self-esteem needs a boost. He con-
cludes that God’s conditional acceptance of us through Jesus 
Christ is the basis for our non-judgmental, positive reinforce-
ment of others.  
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T hese are the words of Missionary Jennifer  
Blackwood, who is at the helm of The Usher 
department. She is most likely one of the first 

persons you will meet upon your arrival at COBOAM.  
You can always count on that broad smile as she 
graciously seats her guests. Her charm, demeanor 
and professionalism cannot be overlooked and she 
is a model to all, especially the young people. She is 
also an encourager and goes above and beyond the 
call of duty, fully committed, as she considers it an 
honor to serve.

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Jamaica Pepperpot Soup 
 

2/1/2 lbs spinach chopped fine        1 small garden egg 
1 doz. okras cut in small rings (chopped coarsely) 
1 whole unbroken green hot pepper 1 1/2 lbs soup meat 
1/2 lb. coco   3/4 lb. pig tail 
1 medium onion chopped  3 large stalks escallion 
1 clove garlic crushed  (chopped fine) 
1 lb. river shrimps pre-cooked 1 or 2 sprigs thyme 
1/2 cup coconut milk 

 P lace soup meat and pigs tails in a large soup kettle with about 4 quarts of cold 
water.  Boil until meat is nearly cooked, then add coco. In a separate saucepan, place all 
chopped green and other vegetables (without water) and steam covered until cooked about 10 
minutes. Rub all vegetables through a coarse strainer or colander into soup kettle. Add all sea-
sonings and green hot pepper.  Taste for flavor and if more boiling water is needed, add. 
Simmer until soup appears to have thickened, then add shrimps.  Lastly add coconut milk and 
cook for only 5 minutes after last addition.  

U nclog a drain — Clear the 
sink drain by dropping three 
Alka Seltzer tablets down the 

drain followed by a cup of Heinz 
White Vinegar.  Wait a few minutes 
then run the hot water.
