When He died, the veil of the temple was 
torn in two, thereby granting direct access to 
the Father and no longer requiring a Priest to 
present our needs to Him.   
 
Atoning for our sins allows us to experience 
a new life in Christ and resume fellowship 
with the Father, instead of the inevitable 
eternal suffering.  It also gives us the assur-
ance that as believers we also will be resur-
rected and that the power that brought 
Christ’s body back from the dead is avail-
able to us today to bring our spiritually-dead 
selves back to life so that we can change,  
grow, and live in union with Him. One song-
writer puts it in proper perspective:  
“Calvary covers it all; My past with its sin 
and stain; My guilt and despair, Jesus took 
on Him there; For Calvary covers it all.” 
May the joy and peace of God reverberate 
throughout your life.

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 What Causes Fever?  
 

W hen germs attack, your immune system 

fights back with fever– a temperature 

greater than 100 degrees Fahrenheit.  A 

high body temperature strengthens the germ-killing 

power of your blood cells and helps control the growth 

of bacteria.

Fever-  When bacteria or viruses multiply in your blood 

stream, your white blood cells release natural fever-

causing chemicals.

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 W hat if homosexual rights advocates staged a 
huge promotional event and no one came to 
see it? That's exactly what a coalition of or-

ganizations is proposing for April 25, this year's "Day of 
Silence," which is sponsored in public schools  across the 
nation. 
 
"It's outrageous that our neighborhood schools would al-
low homosexual activism to intrude into the classroom," 
said Buddy Smith of the American Family Association,  
one of a long list of organizations asking parents to keep 
their students home from  school on that day. “Day of Si-
lence” is about coercing students to repudiate traditional 
morality. It's time for Christian parents to draw the line – if 
your children will be exposed to this DOS propaganda in 
their school, then keep them home for the day," he said. 
 
The "Day of Silence" promotion is intended, ostensibly, to 
make  students "aware" of the "discrimination" suffered by 
homosexuals in society, by having students remain silent 
for the day. Such events typically are organized by a 
school's "Gay-Straight Alliance" group, but the event has 
been promoted for its previous 11 years by the Gay, Les-
bian and Straight  Education Network, an organization with 
the agenda of establishing homosexual advocacy organi-
zations such as GSAs in all schools in the nation.  The  
pro-family coalition said the event "is designed to pressure 
students to regard homosexual, bisexual, and transgender 
behavior as normal and worthy." It said the teaching envi-
ronment is disrupted by the event because some students 
"and even some teachers" remain silent through the 
school day. "Protesters wear T-shirts and hand out 
'speaking cards' protesting alleged injustice, harassment, 
prejudice, and discrimination toward 'LGBT' people and 
their 'allies,'" the coalition said. 
 
Linda Harvey, a spokeswoman for Mission America told 
WND, "It's incredibly important that parents be very aware 
because things are quickly getting to a bizarre level."  A 
parent in Massachusetts was jailed when he objected to 
his kindergarten son being presented with a public school 
district book advocating homosexuality, and in California, 
lawmakers have written a law requiring  teachers to pre-
sent only positive representations of such alternative life-
style choices. Such events only "honor" such alternative 
lifestyles, she said. "When parents find out about this kind 
of event, they need to take immediate action and join with 
other parents. They need to go to the school board. They 
need to be persistent. They will get a cold shoulder from 
those who say, 'We've never heard this [concern] before. 

Those are standard responses. They need to be persis-
tent, and very discerning about what's really going on and 
who's advocating this," she warned. The harm being 
done is enormous, she noted. "We need to be very, very 
concerned about the harm, for our own children and all of 
these children," she said. 
  
"[Under such indoctrination,] we are creating barbarians. 
Parents want something other than barbarians living 
down the street. They need to care about their own kids. 
They need to take this seriously. Your kids are learning to 
respect this behavior." 
 
Besides being morally objectionable, such lifestyles pre-
sent enormously higher risks for children with HIV and 
other related health damage, she noted. "[Parents] need 
to decide this is real, that this is extremely damaging, and 
it's only going to get worse. In the early 1990s there were 
a handful of homosexual clubs at schools. Now there are 
about 3,500-4,000 in high schools and they are increas-
ing. The big trend now is in middle schools. GLSEN has 
made it a goal to have homosexual clubs in every school 
K-12. They're going to make it if we don't stand up and be 
counted," she said. 
 
As Christian and moral parents, we have to be very 
aware of the deplorable moral condition of our public 
schools and the society at large. Our children are not off 
limits to the enemy but are prime targets. If he can bind 
and pervert  the minds of our children, then he has the 
adult under his control. You look at the spiritual attack on 
young people today. Heinous and deadly crimes are 
committed more and more by the young. Let us not be 
alarmed by fear, but become proactive in teaching and 
reinforcing the true biblical principles. Let our children 
become more active in Sunday School and youth Bible 
Studies. Read the Holy Scriptures to your children, along 
with other morally-sound materials.  Know what is being 
taught to your children.  Monitor what your children watch 
on the television  and  where they surf on the internet. Be 
careful of the friends with whom they sleep over as many  
homosexual experiences are passed  on during these 
times. 
 
Let us be conscious  and vigilant because our adversary, 
the devil is walking around, seeking whom he may de-
vour and our children are a tasty meal. As Paul told  
Timothy in II Timothy 3:1-5: 

"But mark this, there will be terrible times in the last 
days.  People will be lovers of themselves, lovers of 

money, boastful, proud, abusive, disobedient to their par-
ents, ungrateful, unholy, without love, unforgiving, slan-
derous, without self-control, brutal, non lovers  of good, 
treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather 

than lovers of God . (NIV) 
 

We give the facts, you decide.   
These are the end times! 
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W e live in a busy, fast-paced and materialistic world, 
marked by ever-increasing noise and activity.  We are 
constantly being bombarded with problems and be-

come frantic and pressured looking at the many responsibilities 
we must assume. We lose our sleep obsessing over the 
crammed agenda for the ensuing months. Like the wildflowers, 
Jesus tells us in the Gospels To live one day at a time.  “Take 
therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take 
thought for the things of itself.” (Matt: 6:34).  Is it possible to find 
peace amidst the uproar? Yes! 

 
Dorothy Dix, America’s highest paid and mostly read female jour-
nalist until the time of her death in 1951, stated: “I have learned 
to live each day as it comes and not to borrow trouble by dread-
ing tomorrow”.  Mother Theresa also once said: “Yesterday is 
gone, Tomorrow has not yet come.  We have only today. Let us 
begin.”  We complicate our lives about worrying about the future.  
We fear the worst and lose our peace of mind when we dwell on 
the past.  We make terrible mistakes by doing things contrary to 
God’s will; we speak idle words, words that tear down, not build 
up and words we wish we could find the proper way to erase the 
consequences of what was done; we keep mulling them over; 
wondering about what could have been done differently.  
 
Our own power is limited and we can never “fix the problems” but 
simply trust God.  The healing word “Serenity” now comes to 
mind. It appears there is a connection between serenity and wa-
ter. The Bible speaks of peace being like a quiet water and the 
Psalmist David writes of the Shepherd, Jesus Christ, who leads 
us beside the still waters.   
 
Finding quiet moments with God– detaching yourself from the 
noise and bustle of this life; and spending time alone with God, 
we find we are restored as we come into His presence.  His Spirit 
speaks peace to our hearts.  How can we find the peace that we 
so desperately seek in our lives?  We tend to want to exercise 
control of our lives and it is only when circumstances force us to 
accept that we can do nothing that we realize that we must now 
pray and turn to God.  We are not willing to wait and we lack pa-
tience.   
 
This is because we live in a microwave society where we would 
rather have everything NOW and achieve it through our own ef-
forts, rather than God’s. The harder we try, however, is the more 
our lives become complicated.

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PENTECOSTAL PASTORS SHOT DEAD  
IN COLUMBIA

T wo Pentecostal pastors have 
been assassinated in Colombia 
by suspected leftist rebels, 

Christian rights activists said Tuesday, 
July 10. 
 
In a 'prayer alert' to supporters the 

Voice Of the Martyrs (VOM), an international Chris-
tian rights and advocacy group, said Pastors Hum-
berto Mendez, 63, and Pastor Joel Cruz Garcia, 27, 
were apparently killed in the village of El Dorado last 
Thursday, July 5, by militants of the leftist guerrilla 
group, Revolutionary Armed Forces of Colombia 
(FARC). Local authorities reportedly said the pastors 
were approached by a group of armed men wearing 
camouflage clothing at around 8:00 pm local time, 
while they preached at an open-air evangelistic meet-
ing. The armed men apparently called them by name 
and led them away. Their bodies were found the next 
day, 40 meters apart. Both had been shot in the 
head, Christian rights activists said.  Details about 
funeral arrangements were not immediately avail-
able.

Getting only five to six hours of 
sleep will increase your risk of a 

crash, according to a recent study by the AAA Foundation for 
Traffic Safety. Snoozing less than five hours a night?  Your risk 
is seven times higher. The following will help to keep you and 
your family safe: 

PREVENT DROWSY DRIVING WITH THESE STEPS : 
· Avoid driving during the hours you would usually be sleep-

ing. 
· Get enough sleep.  Most adults need seven to nine hours. 

Teens generally need  8 1/2 to 9 1/2 hours. 
· On long trips, take a break every two hours. If possible, 

switch drivers. 
· Don’t drink alcohol before or while driving  and, if possible, 

avoid medications that make you tired. 
PULL OVER AND TAKE A 15-20-MINUTE NAP IF YOU: 
· Have trouble focusing (your eyes or your mind) 
· Yawn frequently 
· Miss your exit or don't remember the last few miles you’ve 

driven 
· Feel irritable  
· Can barely keep your eyes open or your head up 
· Drift from your lane onto a shoulder rumble strip.

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Minted Grapefruit Cocktail 

 
2 cups canned or fresh grapefruit juice 
1 cup fresh or canned orange juice 
2 tblsp. lime syrup 
1 cup ginger ale 
2 1/2 tblsp. granulated sugar 
2 cups finely crushed ice 
1 1/2 tsp. chopped fresh mint  
 

C ombine grapefruit juice, lime syrup, orange juice and granulated sugar. Chill. 
Just before serving, add ginger ale and ice then pour over 1/4 tsp. chopped mint 
arranged in each of 6 cocktail glasses.  Serve very cold.

Tea Punch 

4 qt. boiling water   1 qt. cold water  1/2 cup tea 
10 cups canned pineapple juice 4 cups powdered sugar 2 cups lemon juice, Ice 
 
Pour boiling water over tea and let stand for 6 minutes then strain.  Add the sugar and stir 
until dissolved. Add cold water, pineapple juice and lemon juice and chill. Serve in a punch 
bowl with a block of ice.
