To those 
of you who have already, or will soon don the 
century’s old cap and gown, you now stand as a 
shining symbol of Mr. Longfellow’s testament.

Then, there is the familiar 
sound of “Pomp and Circumstance” followed by 
the caps, gowns, tassels, emotional speeches, 
prom dresses, tuxedos and stretched limou-
sines—all perfect additions for a celebratory 
occasion. I grew up believing graduation, which 
is a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity, was only 
reserved for high school students. Today, gradu-
ates are drawn from a wider cross-section—
kindergarten, grade school, junior high, high 
school and college.   
 
Following graduation, many will take the extra 
step of pursuing advanced studies while others 
will try to earn a paycheck. Bear in mind, how-
ever, a job is not a profession.  If you are not  

“pro-college”,  think of an alternative, that is, enroll 
in a vocational institution where you can acquire a 
skill to equip you to face the highly competitive job 
market.  Pursue your ambitions while you are young 
and you can test the waters and find a niche early in 
life.  For others not so fortunate, thoughts of gradua-
tion may evoke feelings of disappointment and be-
wilderment because you did not satisfy graduation 
requirements and missed the opportunity to walk 
down the aisle.  Don’t be discouraged!  Get extra 
help if necessary and apply yourself. This is only a 
temporary setback to prepare you for a BIG come-
back.  Some of us are definitely “late bloomers”, 
myself included. I had problems passing the man-
dated entrance examination required for high school 
admission. I was  beginning to feel a sense of hope-
lessness. It was not until I got a chance to attend a 
private school, away from home, that my break-
through finally came. I sat and passed this examina-
tion, my final chance, and the rest is history.  A 
change of environment can make all the difference 
between success and failure. 
 
I am particularly intrigued by success stories of indi-
gent students who defied all odds to become high 
achievers. Their stories of financial hardships, ab-
sence of one or both parents, etc. are  truly inspiring. 
Let’s also not for a moment forget about our wonder-
ful teachers for they should be revered for the impor-
tant roles they have played in shaping lives. They 
wear many hats, yet receive little or no recognition. I 
am sure we all have fond memories of at least one 
educator who has challenged our true potential and 
has empowered us to become our best.   
 
I recently read a report in which a survey was con-
ducted by an Institute for School Reform, two years 
ago, which found that a small group of students in 
high schools in the North-East were “beating the 
odds” by producing higher than predicted graduation 
and college-going rates for ninth graders who en-
tered with very low reading and math scores. How-
ever, another scathing report followed that several of 
the schools in other Districts had less than a 50% 
graduation rate and that most drop-outs end up in jail 
and become a tax burden on the state and residents.  
 
In closing, I challenge you to support your alma 
mater by giving back something. “To whom much is 
given, much is required”. Congratulations, and may 
God continue to bless your wonderful minds.

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A llan Hewitt was born in Montego Bay, Jamaica.  
Growing up, he attended the Albion Elementary 

School, during which time he joined the Jamaica Boys 
Scout and rose to the rank of Corporal.  Allan later went 
on to trade school and learned joinery at Samuel Martin 
and Associates Ltd., headquartered in Montego Bay, 
where he also learned blueprint reading and drafting. 
 
Allan then moved to Kingston, Jamaica, where he met and 
married his wife, Valda, with whom he has three sons, 
Deon, Jason and Bjorn.  In 1976, he went to work for Car-
ibbean Sales Ltd and Trans Caribbean Ltd. simultaneously 
as installation foreman and was later sent to Trinidad & 
Tobago to help establish both companies in that part of the 
Caribbean.  He was again called upon in 1982 to return to 
St. Mary, Jamaica, to oversee the preparation of three new 
and much larger facilities. 
 
In 1986, the Lord came calling so he packed up and left 
his job and went back to Kingston.  While he was there, 
the hand of the Lord was heavy on his life so he was 
guided to Pastor Sammy Stuart, Senior Pastor at Wildman 
Street United Pentecostal Church. While attending Easter 
Sunday Service in 1987, he was filled with the Holy 
Ghost. 
 
Bro. Hewitt  then went to Bethel United Apostolic Church 
at 20 South Camp Road, Kingston, where he was baptized 
in Jesus’ name.  He was affectionately called Bro. Hewitt 
by many as well as Uncle Manley by mostly the younger 
people while at Bethel.  He was involved in the Brother-
hood choir and the outreach department, which brought 
him to street meetings in Alman Town, Franklin Town, 

McIntyre Lands and Riverton City in West Kingston.  Dur-
ing these meetings he witnessed the unsaved receiving the 
infilling of the Holy Spirit through his laying of hands and 
praying.  He was mostly involved in transporting of the 
saints, driving the church bus to events and meetings all 
over the island.  He later emigrated to the United States to 
join his wife and sons who had preceded him three years 
prior. 
 
While in Boston, Massachusetts, Bro. Hewitt attended 
Friendship Apostolic Church for a short time until Deacon 
Walsh, a friend, and his wife’s brother-in-law, informed 
him that they were starting a Shiloh Church at his home and 
asked if he would join them. 
 
Bro. Hewitt responded affirmatively and informed Pastor 
White, now deceased, and the Friendship saints of his in-
tention and assisted in establishing the Shiloh organization 
in Boston.  He was asked to lead until a more experienced 
person was identified to pastor the church.  It was Bishop 
Navis Rowe, who later was instrumental in his life.  Under 
Bishop Rowe, he was appointed to the office of Elder in 
1996 and Assistant Pastor of the Church. 
 
After the death of Bishop Rowe, the location of the church 
which was in Hyde Park, Massachusetts, later came into 
question and some of the brethren wanted to relocate.  This 
eventually caused a split in the church and it became diffi-
cult to sustain the premises, hence the closure of the doors.  
 
The closure of the church hastened Elder Hewitt’s move to  
Atlanta, Georgia, where he and his wife visited a few 
churches before they were led to the business place of Pas-
tor E.W. Edwards, and the rest as they say, is history.  
 
Elder Hewitt presently holds the office of Associate Pastor 
at Channel of Blessings Outreach Apostolic Ministries, is a 
member of the Board of Directors, and advisor to the 
Brotherhood President.  
 
We thank God for directing Elder and Evangelist Hewitt to  
C.O.B.O.A.M. They have wasted no time getting on board, 

working zealously to em-
brace the vision of the min-
istry and further promote 
the work of God. They are 
truly channels of blessings 
through whom God’s work 
is being accomplished.

I f you’re confused when you shop for beef in a supermarket or 
order it in a restaurant, understanding the “grades” can help you 

make an informed selection. 
 
USDA PRIME grade beef has the most fat, which is known as mar-
bling. This grade is the most juicy and tender and is mainly sold in 
fine restaurants.  “Prime rib” does not indicate quality, but is simply 
the name for a cut of beef. 
 
USDA SELECT beef is uniform in quality and somewhat leaner than 
higher grades.  Since it has less saturated fat, it is a smart choice for 
consumers. 
 
A single serving of cooked beef weighs 3 ounces, or is about the size 
of a deck of cards.  Beef is an excellent source of protein but, de-
pending upon the cut, can be very high in calories and fat.  Choose 
the leanest cuts possible, and enjoy beef in moderation.

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Eritrean Government Steps Up Campaign 
Against Believers  Eritrea (MNN) �    

I n yet another show of force, Eritrea is 
launching another assault against the 

church.  Voice of the Martyrs Canada's Bernie Daniel says a 
sharp rise in harassment began right around Eritrea's Independ-
ence Day at the end of May. Since then, "25 Christians were put 
in prison in the town of Adi-Kuala. And then we heard these 
unconfirmed reports that some of the key leaders of the evan-
gelical church movement in Eritrea may be accused of treason. 
That is a serious concern, of course. "  It has been difficult to get 
confirmation on the future of Full Gospel Church leaders Dr. 
Kifle Gebremeskel and Haile Naizghi and Pastor Tesfatsion 
Hagos of the Rema Evangelical Church.  They've  been impris-
oned and isolated since May 2004. The government has already 
gone after churches and religious groups on "grounds that they 
allegedly encouraged insurrection and supported networks of 
deserters".   Eritrean police also arrested 34 evangelical Chris-
tians in Keren, according to a recent Compass Direct report. The 
Christians, members of the Light of Life Church, were meeting 
in a private home for prayer and fellowship. The women prison-
ers have since been transferred to the Adi-Abeyto Military Con-
finement facility outside of Asmara.  Daniel says believers in 
Eritrea ask for one thing--solidarity from the body of Christ. "I 
think the thing we can do most is to pray for them.  The advance 
of Christianity has never been easy.  
 
It is always through persecution and opposition that the Gospel 
has advanced forward. I don't think in any way this will slow 
down the advance of the Gospel in Eritrea."  Pray for the release 
of Eritrean Christians who are imprisoned for the sake of Christ. 
Ask God to strengthen and comfort their families.

detector in the garage. 
· Store only small amounts of gasoline, and only in a tightly 

sealed, properly labeled safety container. Never keep gasoline 
in a garage with an appliance that has a pilot light. 

· Keep flammable or poisonous materials, such as pesticides, 
lighter fluid and paint thinner, in clearly labeled original con-
tainers with child-resistant caps.  Place them in a locked cabi-
net or on a high shelf.  See if your community holds Hazardous 
Waste Days for disposing of household chemicals.  

· Use the maximum safe wattage in light fixtures. 
· Keep floors and stairs clutter-free. Clean grease and spills right 

away. 
· Hang large and sharp objects, such as rakes, shovels and bicy-

cles, on a wall away from busy areas. 
· Properly secure shelving units to the wall and don’t overload 

them.  Keep heavier items closest to the floor.
