As Christians we too have seasons, and 
if you are in your summer season then 
you should be experiencing fruit devel-
opment/bearing.  Personally, you should 
begin to see changes  wherein you are 
learning to study the scriptures better, 
and you are having devotions wherein 
you can feel God’s presence more regu-
larly. When it comes to your ministry, 
you might find God giving you strategic 
insights, and you are also experiencing a 
deeper degree of anointing.

We have to 
guard our fruits.  In the same way that the farmers 
use pesticides, organic and non-organic to kill in-
sects and control diseases, likewise, we too must 
use spiritual pesticide to keep our fruits healthy. 
We must make sure that we have ample water 
supply in order to keep our crops from withering 
from the summer heat. 
  
Our prayer life must increase so that our fruits can 
stay connected to the vine, {Pray without ceasing. 
1Thess 5:17} 
There are days in the summer when temperature  
will reach 100 degrees, but we cannot get discour-
age, we must continue to keep our hands on the 
plow. 
{ He trains my hands for battle, So that my 
arms can bend a bow of bronze. 2 Sam 22:35} 
No one who plants a garden just sits by and allow 
insects, drought and disease to destroy their hard 
work.  
 
I encourage you to continue to  water, (pray) ,  
weed (warfare), and nourish ( applying the word)  
your fruits if you’re to enjoy them when its har-
vest time.

�� unburn results from too much sun or 
sun-equivalent exposure. Almost eve-
ryone has been sunburned or 

will become sunburned at some time. Anyone 
who visits a beach, goes fishing, works in the 
yard, or simply is out in the sun can get sun-
burn. Improper tanning bed use is also a 

source of sunburn. Although seldomly fatal (sun poisoning), 
sunburn can be disabling and cause quite a bit of discomfort. 

Sunburn Causes 
Sunburn is literally a burn on your skin. It is a burn from ultra-
violet (UV) radiation. The consequence of this burn is inflam-
mation of the skin. Injury can start within 30 minutes of expo-
sure. If your summer includes relaxing on the beach, lake, or 
river, a well–planned survival kit can ensure that you have a 
fun and healthy experience. Don't forget the following items 
when packing your weekend bag:  

1. Sunscreen with adequate protection against both UVA 
and UVB rays. While sunscreen should be applied at 
home about a half hour before sun exposure, you'll 
need to re–apply more when you arrive. Studies show 
that most people apply far too little sunscreen, and the 
SPF of any product is reduced when it's applied too 
thinly. You'll need to reapply sunscreen after swim-
ming or if you perspire a great deal.  

2. A watch of some type to recognize how long you've 
been in the sun. You also need to know when it's time 
to avoid sun exposure – from 10 am to 2 pm, when 
the sun's rays are most intense.  

3. A hat with a wide brim. This is even more effective 
than sunscreen in shielding the sensitive skin on the 
face and scalp from damaging UV radiation.  
However, normal limited exposure to UV radiation 
produces beneficial vitamin D in the skin. For more

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A few years after I was born, my Dad met a stranger who was new to our small town. From the beginning, Dad was 
fascinated with this enchanting newcomer and soon invited him to live with our family.

As I grew up, I never questioned his place in my family. In my young mind, he had a special niche. My parents 
were complementary instructors: Mum taught me good from evil, and Dad taught me to obey. But the stranger... he 
was our storyteller. He would keep us spellbound for hours on end with adventures, mysteries and comedies.  
If I wanted to know anything about politics, history or science, he always knew the answers about the past, under-
stood the present and even seemed able to predict the future!  He took my family to the first major league ball 
game.  He made me laugh, and he made me cry. The stranger never stopped talking, but Dad didn't seem to mind.  
 
Sometimes, Mum would get up quietly while the rest of us were shushing each other to listen to what he had to say, 
and she would go to the kitchen for peace and quiet.

Dad ruled our household with certain moral convictions, but the stranger never felt obligated to honor them.  Pro-
fanity, for example, was not allowed in our home - not from us, our friends or any visitors.  Our long time visitor, 
however, got away with words that burned my ears and made my dad squirm and my mother blush.  My Dad didn't 
permit the liberal use of alcohol but the stranger encouraged us to try it on a regular basis.  He made cigarettes look 
cool, cigars manly, and pipes distinguished. He talked freely (much too freely!) about sex.  His comments were 
sometimes blatant, sometimes suggestive, and generally embarrassing. 
 
I now know that my early concepts about relationships were influenced strongly by the 
stranger. Time after time, he opposed the values of my parents, yet he was seldom re-
buked... And NEVER asked to leave.  
 
More than fifty years have passed since the stranger moved in with our family.  He has 
blended right in and is not nearly as fascinating as he was at first. Still, if you could walk 
into my parents' den today, you would still find him sitting over in his corner, waiting for 
someone to listen to him talk and watch him draw his pictures.
